Solution
IDS created a 5-panel menu board system,
complete with interchangeable magnetic
graphics and menu strips. In addition, IDS
developed counter displays, floor stands, 
wall “vibes”, banners and more. 

Result
By the end of 2007, IDS Menus will have
completed 50 store locations. During that time,

Challenge
As National Amusements’ full-service display
provider, IDS Menus was called on to create
numerous display products that captured The
Bridge’s singular  aesthetic. One of the biggest
challenges IDS faced was to create networked
concession signage with high end multimedia
graphics and a centralized content
management system.

Solution
Stainless steel backlit displays, illuminated 
wall murals, and a 32 screen digital menu
board system are a few of the stand out
solutions that IDS Menus developed for The
Bridge. Additional solutions included standing
banners, directional wall signage, and a variety
of high-resolution prints and posters.
